
Starting January 1, 2025, Saint Joseph School will be implementing a few changes: 

 
1. Morning Care: Morning care hours will remain the same - 7:00am-7:45am. Breakfast will 

be served from 7:00am-7:35am. This is to ensure all students who want breakfast have 

enough time to eat before the 7:45am arrival time. Breakfast will not be served after 

7:35am. There will be a flat rate of $7.50 per day for morning care. Any student who 

comes into school early is under the supervision of the morning care team; therefore, the 

morning care charge applies even to those students who only want breakfast. Breakfast 

itself is free. 

2. After Care: We will no longer be charging in half hour increments. After care will be $6 

per any portion of an hour. There will be no charge if students are in after care for less 

than 5 minutes. After care is from 2:30-5:30pm. A $25 fee will be charged after 5:30pm. 

for every ½ hour or portion thereof after 5:30pm. 

3. Skorts. Girls K-8 can wear the school skort starting in the spring. Skorts can be worn in 

the spring - fall. They must be purchased from Donnelly’s. Keep an eye out for the 

ordering link. 

4. Footwear - Students can continue to wear the school uniform shoes, OR they can wear 

white, black, navy, or gray sneakers (no light-up sneakers, no sneakers with wheels, 

no sparkles, no bright/other colors, no high tops, no boots, no heels, no Converse), 

Shoelaces must be white, black, navy, or gray. Sperry flat boat shoes are allowed. 

For the remainder of gym classes this year, students can wear their current gym 

sneakers (this does include Converse) if they would like. If students deviate from the 

description above, a phone call will be made and the student will need to wear the 

school shoes. Students will still be expected to wear their dress shoes for Mass; no 

exceptions. If you have any questions, please contact Mrs. Frost before you buy a 

pair of sneakers. 
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
